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1 Reason for Contribution

I can be expected that by the time of the first OMA BCAST testfest majority of the implementations will not be supporting all the mandatory features as specified in BCAST client and server EICS.
Since OMA BCAST enabler consists of fairly independent functional blocks and features, there is no need to wait until all the mandatory features have been implemented. Testing can start with those features that have been implemented by early adopters and can be evolved later on to cover the remaining functionalities.

2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution defines the minimum gating criteria and EICS support level for the first BCAST testfest.
