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1 Reason for Change

Correct the PR 0120: Test assertion "45.04.27 NBSP" uses optional requirement as a mandatory requirement.
“The test assertion in the test suite says: 
"When a non-breaking space entity (&nbsp;,&#160; or &#xA0;) is encountered between two words, the user agent MUST NOT cause a line break." 

According to html 4.01 spec: 
"Sometimes authors may want to prevent a line break from occurring between two words. The &nbsp; entity (&#160; or &#xA0;) acts as a space where user agents should not cause a line break." 

"Should not" is not a mandatory "MUST" requirement. It only makes sense that mobile browsers would have a line brake at the end of the line in order to avoid vertical scroll bar or lost of information.
