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1 Reason for Change

ETSI is performing a review and update of the OMA BCAST CON test suite so that it becomes more suitable for TTCN-3 tests specification. This CR contains a general change proposal to improve the format of OMA test case descriptions.

This CR revises the test case description field of the test case.

The changes apply to all test cases 

If not changed these issue could lead potentially to misunderstandings.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Change of test description row title

Currently BCAST test case specifications seem to use the row titled “test case description” to actually express the purpose for a test. To the author of the CR the term “test case description” should refer to the entire table but not just this row. Therefore, it is proposed to replace “Test case description” with “Test purpose”. This change would also align the document better with well accepted conformance testing methodology (ISO 9646-1).

An alternative could be to change the title to “Test case summary” and to insert another “Test purpose” row for the specification of the test purpose.

Finally, it is recommended that writing rules enforce that certain content is always present in a test purpose, e.g., identification of test subject and critical information in interaction with the subject. This avoids confusion by readers of test purposes. At ETSI this has been achieved by using a test purpose notation TPLan (see www.tplan.info)

An example from test case BCAST-1.0PROV-conf-101:

Old:

	Test Case Description
	Bootstraping a service with a single piece of content. Associating content with service. This test case also tests that the reception of the SG is performed correctly.


New:

	Test Purpose
	Ensure that when a terminal receives the broadcasted bootstrap service guide with a service fragment and one content fragment, then it displays this information to the user.


Change 2:  Change of SCR row title

Currently BCAST test case specifications seem to use the row titled “SCR Reference” to list potentially covered SCRs. To the new reader however it may seem that all of the SCRs will be covered by a test and similarly also that all SCRs have to be supported in order to execute this test. Another problem is that this list freely mixes optional and mandatory SCRs – which may lead to confusion.
A proposal for improvement would be to group SCRs into “Primary” and “Secondary” SCRs. Primary SCRs directly related to the test purpose, i.e., the objective of the test. Any other SCRs that potentially get covered during test execution are secondary SCRs. Optional SCRs could be shown in square brackets.
