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1 Reason for Change

ETSI is performing a review and update of the OMA BCAST CON test suite so that it becomes more suitable for TTCN-3 tests specification. This CR contains proposal for change for test case BCAST-1.0-ESG-conf-0103.

This CR revises test case description, specification reference, SCR reference, pre-conditions, test procedure, and pass criteria fields of the test case.

Scope of change is section 5.1.2.3
If changes are not accepted there may not be an implementation in TTCN-3 possible.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Older versions should be the same but may look significantly different.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Change of test case description
The current text in the test description is too loosely formulated. Based on our discussion with OMA BCAST experts we believe this test is only valid for the broadcast channel, as section 5.4.2.1.1 is broadcast update delivery specific. In the future there should be an additional test to cover the detailed procedure descriptions for the interaction channel as well as announcement via broadcast and delivery via interaction channel both found in clause 5.5.2.
