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1 Reason for Change

ETSI is performing a review and update of the OMA BCAST CON test suite so that it becomes more suitable for TTCN-3 tests specification. This CR contains proposal for change for test case BCAST-1.0-ContProt-conf-0101.

This CR revises test case description, specification reference, SCR reference, pre-conditions, test procedure, and pass criteria fields of the test case.

Scope of change is section 5.1.5.1
If changes are not accepted there may not be an implementation in TTCN-3 possible.

Older versions should be the same but may look significantly different.
