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1 Reason for Contribution

Security Common Functions (SEC_CF) enabler is to be submitted for Consistency Review. For that, its ETR needs to be reviewed and agreed by IOP. IOP BRO was in January 2008 chosen as the handling IOP SWG, earlier contacts had been with IOP PRC (during 2007).
SEC WG has in its contacts with IOP and REL argued that no testing, by OMA, is needed for the SEC-CF enabler, since the enabler reuses existing, industry tested protocols only. An agreement that no testing was needed for the SEC_CF enabler was reached between IOP, REL and SEC WGs in October 2007. After that, SEC WG has derived the ETR which contains references to tests performed elsewhere. An attempt to submit the SEC_CF ETR for review to IOP PRC was made in December 2007, at which time IOP PRC chair had just resigned.
