· 3 Companies have successfully run BI-lateral tests sessions towards a BCAST server over one adaptation layer (IPDC, MBMS or BCMCS) and have reported results and any issues to OMA. This means three for each BDS and not one IPDC, one for MBMS and one for BCMCS.
