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IOP BRO Charter

1. Description and Goals

The group is a sub-group of the OMA Interoperability Working Group.

The objective of the group is to validate the specifications defined in OMA on the areas of content delivery, content presentation, content protection and security in general, by verifying the interoperability between implementations following the OMA Interoperability Process. This will be achieved by producing Interoperability and Conformance Test Specifications, supporting test events and verifying test results as defined in the OMA InteroperabilityProcess document. 

2. Scope

The scope of the group is to cover interoperability and conformance activities of OMA technologies for content delivery, content presentation and content protection; both of the legacy activities transitioned from WAP Forum and any new developments within OMA. Apart from these three areas of content handling, the group will also cover security in general.

The scope of this activity will include:

· Develop the necessary test documentation and data to validate the enabler releases;
· Cooperating with technical working groups to ensure the right testing scope and strategy for OMA content delivery, presentation and protection technologies and related technology enablers;
· Identification, definition and the provisioning of requirements for any special tool(s) necessary for testing;
· Verifying the test results to confirm that no interoperability issue is still open
In summary to ensure the specifications of the enablers under its area of responsibility are reviewed from a conformance and interoperability testing perspective.
3. Criteria for Success

The success of the group is measured by:
· Timely initiation and delivery of activities as defined by group scope
· Smooth maintenance and operation of all ongoing related testing activities
4. Duration

The group duration is determined by the continuous evolution of the content related technology and security enablers specifications from OMA, as governed by the OMA Interoperability Working Group.

The charter shall be subject to review on an annual basis or as required by the OMA governing processes.

5. Resource Requirements

The group will require support from OMA Staff in meeting arrangements, e-mail list access, web pages and telephone conference facilities.
6. LIAISON/COLLABORATION with External Organisation

The group may liaise with external organizations with respect to test methodologies, test programs or test strategies and test results. These liaison activities will be pursued through OMA Interoperability Working Group.
7. Coordination with Other OMA Activities

The group will co-ordinate its activities with OMA Interoperability Working Group to meet the goals & objectives of OMA Interoperability.

Additionally, the group will co-ordinate with the following OMA activities during the normal course of business:

· Other OMA IOP sub-groups

· All OMA drafting committees tasked with OMA content delivery, presentation and protection technologies area work items

· The OMA Requirements working group

· The OMA Architecture working group

8. Meetings and Communication

The group will conduct its work through following means:

· Meetings coinciding with OMA Plenary or other OMA meetings

· Additional face-to-face meetings at other times, as determined by the group

· Biweekly conference calls or as determined by the group

· Email communication through an exploder provided by OMA using a mailing list OMA-IOP-BRO@mail.openmobilealliance.org

· Progress reports to OMA Interoperability Working Group

· Document repository and a web page provided by OMA Staff at www.openmobilealliance.org
