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1 Reason for Change

Maintaining separate versions of the XHTML test suite (1.1, 1.2 and 1.3) creates a lot of work as every change has to be implemented several times. This has also created some inconsistencies, as some of the CRs have only been implemented in the 1.3 suite and vice versa.
To solve this problem, the proposal is that XHTML 1.1 and 1.3 ETS refer the same XHTML 1.3 TFP. 
Even though 1.3 TFP contains more test assertions, those 1.3 TFP test assertions that apply to both XHTML MP versions should still be valid for 1.1.
Also, the dates should be removed from the TFP references, so that the ETS does not need to be changed every time there is a change in the TFP.
