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1 Reason for Contribution

This input contribution intends to reply to the issues raised by CD MC Group on their Beijing report to IOP BRO.
2 Summary of Contribution

The two issues raised for comments can be found below.
3 Detailed Proposal

Issue 1: “Clients-under-Test may contact Home CMP over wireless mobile Internet across a wide geographical distance (e.g. international roaming) --- Hosting of mobile connectivity network should NOT be required.  Client-under-Test is responsible for mobile data access; functionality only, not performance is a gating factor.  Any Comments or Guidance?”
Response1: The influence of the transmission and transport layers on the enabler perform might be out of scope of the enabler, I think. Also, as long as the timing and the origin location are not critical for the interface and protocol under test, there should be no loss in testing qualitiy in bypassing the mobile data connectivity... 
Issue 2: “EVP template document issues were reviewed (Any other comment):
· MCC needs to communicate with Home CMP over MC-1 interface

· Clients-under-Test may contact Home CMP over wireless mobile Internet across a wide geographical distance (e.g. international roaming)  --- Hosting of mobile connectivity network should NOT be required.  Client-under-Test is responsible for mobile data access; functionality only, not performance is a gating factor.

· CMP-to-CMP messages will be transported over secure IP connection (VPN over Internet, or Digital Signature method); no special dedicated network resource is required.No special test set is required --- normal data protocol analyser is OK

· MC Network Components are assumed to have OAM Console (i.e. GUI human interface)

· Home CMP, Remote CMP, MCR will be required to generate send conformant messages and verify compliance of received messages according to the [MC TS]

· Compliance of messages received by the MCC may be verified indirectly using the Device U/I on the device (diverse, and implementation specific).

· No elaborate Test Samples required other than a small set of 2D Mobile Codes (Direct and Indirect Codes encoded with a variety of content, e.g. URL, Business Card contact information, JPEG graphics) 

· Will compile a list of Hardware, Software and Network Connectivity resource requirements.”

Response 2: Seems to be pertinent questions. Some small remarks:

· Please do not forget to list the equipment required for the test scenarios, namely at least 2 CMP, 1 MCR and 1 client;

· To protect the confidentiality of the results it might be required more implementations of each so the results cannot be mapped to a specific implementation;

· The verification of the conformity of the messages usually is not made in interoperability testing;

· The test sample codes will force the need to create test sample content in the CMP and even MCR. That could be part of a TFP document, a document that exist to hold test material required by specific test cases available in the ETS.
