	Authorization Grant
	Credential representing the Resource Owner's authorization (to access its protected resources) used by the Autho4API Client to obtain an Access Token.

	Refresh Token
	Credentials used to obtain new Access Tokens, further defined in section 1.5 of [draft-ietf-oauth-v2].

	Resource Owner
	An entity capable of granting access to a protected resource (e.g. end-user).

	Scope
	The total resource access privileges of a given authorization process, either requested by Autho4API Client or issued to Autho4API Client in the form of an Access Token. It is expressed as a list of Scope Values.

	Scope Value
