Defines a section in a document.

Defines a section that contains only navigation links.

<article> 

Defines self-contained content that could exist independantly of the rest of the content.

<aside> 

Defines content set aside from the rest of page content.

<hgroup> 

Groups a set of <h1> to <h6> elements when a heading has multiple levels.

<header> 

Defines the header of a page or section.

<footer> 

Defines the footer for a page or section.

<main>


Defines the main or important content in the document.

Grouping content

<figure> 

Represents a figure illustrated a part of the document.

<figcaption> 

Represents the legend of a figure.

Text-level semantics

<time> 


Represents a date and time value, eventually with a machine-readable equivalent.

<mark>
Represents text highlighted for reference purposes, that is for its relevance in another context.

<ruby> 
Represents content to be marked with ruby annotations, short runs of text presented alongside the text.

<rt> 


Represents the text of a ruby annotation.

<rp> 


Represents parenthesis around a ruby annotation.

<bdi> 


Represents text that must be isolated from its surrounding for bidirectional text formatting.

<wbr> 


Represents a line break opportunity.

Embedded content

<embed> 
Represents a integration point for an external, often non_HTML, application or interactive content.

<video> 
Represents a video, and its associated audio files and captions, with the necessary interface to play it.

<audio> 

Represents a sound, or an audio stream.

<source> 
Allows authors to specify alternative media resources for media elements like video or audio.
<track> 

Allows authors to specify timed text track for media elements like <video> or <audio>.

<canvas> 
Represents a bitmap area that scripts can be used to render graphics, like graphs, game graphics, any visual images on the fly. (Will be hard to completely cover this!)
<svg> 


Defines an embedded vectorial image.

<math> 

Defines a mathematical formula.

Forms

<datalist> 

Represents a set of predefined options for other controls.

<keygen> 

Represents a key pair generator control.

<output> 

Represents the result of a calculation.

<progress> 

Represents the completion progress of a task.

<meter> 

Represents a scalar measurement (or a fractional value), within a known range

Interactive elements

<details> 

Represents a widget from which the user can obtain additional information or controls.

<summary> 

Represents a summary, caption, or legend for a given <details>.

<command> 

Represents a command that the user can invoke.

<menu> 

Represents a list of commands.

Input Attributes

<autocomplete>

Represents to switch autocompletion of forms on/off

<autofocus>

Specifies if an element automatically get focus
<form>


Specifies if a form belongs to an element.
<formaction>
Specifies the URL of a file that will process the input control when the form is submitted.
<formenctype>

Specifies how the form-data should be encoded when submitting it to the server.
<formmethod>

Represents defining the HTTP method for sending form-data to the action URL.
<formnovalidate>
Specifies if an element should not be validated when submitted.
<formtarget>
Specifies a name or a keyword that indicates where to display the response that is received after submitting the form.
<height and width>
Specify the height and width of an input element.
<list>


Represents a datalist element that contains pre-defined options for an input element.
<min and max>

Specify the minimum and maximum value for an input element.
<multiple>

Specifies that the user is allowed to enter more than one value in the input element.
<pattern>

Represents an expression that the input element's value is checked against.
<placeholder>

Represents a short hint that describes the expected value of an input field
<required>

Specifies that an input field must be filled out before submitting the form.
<step>


Specifies the legal number intervals for an input element.

Represents a telephone number as Input Type

Represents a URL as Input Type

<Search>

Represents Email as Input Type

<Color>


Represents selection of a color as Input Type

<Number>

Represents selection of a number as Input Type

Represents a range of values as Input Type

<Date>


Represents a date as Input Type

<Speech>

Represents voice as Input Type (Not yet approved!)
