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1 Reason for Contribution

To explain how Browsing 2.2 Client IOP testing should be implemented in Test Fest environment. 

2 Summary of Contribution

Describes a testing method for Browsing 2.2 IOP testing.

3 Detailed Proposal
Browsing 2.2 Enabler Test Requirements says:

“The motivation for [Browsing22] is not to deliver pixel to pixel level consistency between different devices/user agents. The motivation for [Browsing22] is to ensure the user experience is consistent between different devices bearing in consideration the user interface differences (screen size, definition, colour vs. monochrome, key navigation vs. pointing device etc.).“

To fulfil this requirement a new kind of IOP testing method needs to be defined. For the purpose of this document this new type of testing will be called Browser Bake-Off testing.

The purpose of Browser Bake-Off testing is not to verify browser conformance to Browsing 2.2 specifications. All vendors attending the Browser Bake-Off event are required to run the Conformance test cases listed in respective Browsing 2.2 Enabler Test Specifications (e.g. xHTML, ESMP, WCSS etc.). Vendor companies shall file Test Session Reports to the Trusted Zone from their Conformance testing. Test Session Reports shall be submitted before the Browser Bake-Off event registration closes; otherwise participation shall be rejected.

The purpose of Browser Bake-Off testing is to test that the user experience is consistent between different browser implementations. The user experience may not only vary due the specific characteristics of the client device (size, UI, etc.) but also due different interpretations of the base standard. The goal of the Browser Bake-Off testing is to find out these “holes” and “ambiguities” in OMA Browsing 2.2 specifications and provide feedback to the OMA BAC-MAE Working Group.

Browser Bake-Off testing has the following characteristics:

· There are no specific test time slots for each vendor company. All vendor companies are testing simultaneously and comparing test results with each other.

· Same gateway/proxy and reference content will be used by all testers.

· No Pass/Fail verdicts will be given from testing. Only observations will be noted down. In case there is a dispute about test results, the reason for the dispute will be noted down. 

· A designated secretary will be assigned to note down test results using a Test Session Report template. This secretary may be one of the testing parties. The Trusted Zone will prepare a specific Test Session Report template for Browser Bake-Off testing. The template will only contain entries for observations (instead of normal Pass/Fail/etc verdicts). Only one Test Session Report will be filled in during the Browser Bake-Off testing. This report will be signed by all attending vendor companies.

· No Product Test Reports will be issued after Browser Bake-Off testing. The Trusted Zone will prepare an Enabler Test Report that contains all the observations in the Test Session Report. All individual observations are anonymous i.e. individual company/product names are not mentioned. Attending vendors may choose if they want their company name to be listed as a participant.
· Observations in the Enabler Test Report will be fed back to BAC-MAE WG for their resolution.
