1 Reason for Change

In many testcases of the ETS the pass criterion is that a DCF can be rendered. On the other hand, it is not specified what kind of content shall be in this DCF. Some clients are specifically designed for audio and others are better equipped for pictures or video. During the Testfest this results in unnecessary IOP problems.
In this CR it is proposed to define a minimal set of content types to be supported. For all testcases applicable, content servers are required to support ALL content types. Clients are required to support at least one content type.

6. Interoperability Test Cases

There are 51 interoperability test cases for DRM 2.0 Enabler.

7.1 DCF content types

Unless specified otherwise, for all test cases in this document that involve download and/or rendering of DCF files, the following requirements hold:

· The content server SHALL offer at least one audio file with MIMEtype = audio/mpeg and one picture file with MIMEtype = image/jpeg and with a picture resolution of 160*120 pixels.

· The DRM client SHALL at least support download and rendering of an audio file with MIMEtype = audio/mpeg or a picture file with MIMEtype = image/jpeg and with a picture resolution of 160*120 pixels.
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
