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1 Reason for Contribution

The UAProf 2.0 enabler has never been explicitly tested at any Testfest, due to low interest from OMA members. The enabler is currently on R&A in the TP, but there may be concerns to approve the enabler based on the implicit testing that has been done while testing MMS and DRM. A means to perform a few tests on a testfest, within the scope of e.g. DRM 2.0 tests has been discussed. This contribution proposes how such tests could be performed.
2 Summary of Contribution

The ETS OMA-IOP-UAProf-ETS-v2.0-20041118-A describes the test cases to be run. There are 8 IOP test cases. 4 of those are mandatory. Those 4 could be run as part of the testing of DRM 2.0 (or possibly PoC or DM). The test report for the 4 test cases should be given to the DRM 2.0 teams and the teams should be asked to run the tests.
3 Detailed Proposal

The 4 test cases are structured as follows:
UAPROF-2.0-int-01 verifies that a UAProf header is sent from the client to the WAP GW (WSP encoding)

UAPROF-2.0-int-02 verifies that a UAProf header is sent from the client to the WAP GW (W-HTTP encoding)

UAPROF-2.0-int-01 verifies that a UAProf header is sent from the WAP GW to the Server (WSP encoding)

UAPROF-2.0-int-01 verifies that a UAProf header is sent from the WAP GW to the Server (W-HTTP encoding)

Testing thus assumes that there are clients using both WAP (WSP encoding) and W-HTTP available and that also the W-HTTP clients use the WAP GW/Proxy. The actual verification of the test is done through observing the traffic from the client to the WAP GW/proxy and from the WAP GW/Proxy to the server with a tool that can display the WSP and HTTP headers. Examples of such tools are the Teleca ProTeller tool and (possibly) Etherreal.
It is not critical which tool is used, as long as it can be determined that the header is present and contains the appropriate value (a string identifying the client in question).

The remaining 4 test cases, verifies the “diff-format” also allowed in UAProf. If any of the clients being tested also supports this feature, this could also easily be included in the tests. Such additional testing would strengthen the test report for UAProf.
