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1 Reason for Contribution

Device Management working group is planning to release the DM 1.2 enabler release as an interoperability release.  DM 1.2 will contain multiple enablers in the release package, SyncML DM, Client Provisioning, and FOTA.  DM WG has asked OMA-IOP-DMSYNC for guidance in preparing the ETR for DM 1.2.  DM WG is the first working group to prepare a release package that contains multiple enablers.

2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution proposes an update to the OMA-IOP process to describe the processes required to perform multi-enabler testing.

3 Detailed Proposal

Testing interoperability releases will require the working group to identify dependencies between enablers in the same release package.  These dependencies should be clearly identified in the ETR.  The ETR template should be updated with a section that defines inter-enabler dependencies.  This will retain consistency with the current process.

A new hierarchical approach should be implemented to separate the testing of interdependencies and testing of separate and distinct enablers.  This will require the creation of a separate ETP, ETS, and EICS.  In order to test the new upper layer tests, all lower layer tests will be required to pass.

The upcoming DM 1.2 release is an example of a release package containing multiple enablers.  DM WG will identify dependencies between enablers.  The dependencies will be detailed in the DM 1.2 ETR.  We then ensure we have appropriate inter-enabler tests that cover the dependencies, e.g. must use CP 1.1 to bootstrap DM Server the information to the DM Client [For Example only, not necessarily requirement]. 

This dependency would be detailed in the new upper layer dependency EICS.  A new upper layer ETS would then provide coverage for these items.
