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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA has released the SyncML Conformance Test Tool as open source under the CPL license.  The project will be managed on SourceForge.net.  Roles and a high-level process for managing the open source project have been proposed in OMA-IOP-DMSYNC-2004-0081-Open_Source_Tool_Process.  This contribution builds on the previous document by describing a plan for initiating the gatekeeper role and function.

2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution will describe a plan and suggested staffing for the gatekeeper role and function for it’s initial year of operation.  Once agreed, the designated gatekeeper can begin prosecuting this function and executing against the described plan.

3 Detailed Proposal

1. InnoPath offers to provide a resource to assume the role of gatekeeper for one year (1 Jan – 31 Dec 2005).  The role will function under the auspices of the IOP-DMSYNC SWG as described in the OMA-IOP-DMSYNC-2004-0081-Open_Source_Tool_Process document.
2. The high-level plan to be executed by the gatekeeper includes: 
a. Setup a process for creating and maintaining a partially prioritized work item list.
b. Setup a process for assigning and tracking progress of assigned work items.
c. Establish a policy for the use of the contributor tree.
d. Establish a policy for regular builds of the contributor tree.
e. Setup and document a process for accepting code submissions to the main product tree.
f. Establish a policy for builds of the product tree.
g. Establish a policy for QA on the product tree.
h. Establish a release process for the code generated from the main product tree.
i. Ensuring appropriate management of the above activities by the gatekeeper, administrator(s) and/or others as agreed by IOP-DMSYNC SWG.

3. The gatekeeper will establish a proposed schedule for the above activities.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification. IOP-DMSYNC should consider the recommendation of the input document and agree a plan for SCTS open source gatekeeping functions and initial staffing of the gatekeeper and administrator roles.
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
