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1 Reason for Contribution

DM WG has introduced a new ERP for CP1.1, and its impact on CP1.1 ETS needs to be investigated. 

2 Summary of Contribution

This documents presents a study of CP v1.1 ERP’s (OMA-ClientProvisioning-V1_1-20040428-C) impacts on CP1.1 ETS. The ERP has got following changes incorporated, commented with their impact on ETS:

-Doc# OMA-DM-2004-0059-CR-ClientProv-SCProv-EFConfig2 - This is a bug fix CR, having no impact on ETS
-Doc# OMA-DM-2003-0021-ProvCont-CR-Nokia* - Bug fix, no impact on ETS. 

-Doc# OMA-DM-2003-0048-Client_Provisioning_Reference_Error_CR* - Clerical change, no impact on ETS

-Doc# OMA-DM-2003-0093-CR_Privileged* - Bug fix, no impact on ETS.
The CRs introduce no new functionalities into CP1.1 technical specifications or changes into the SCRs. The essential conclusion of this study is that current CP 1.1 ETS is aligned with the ERP, and no changes are required.

3 Detailed Proposal

[Doc# OMA-DM-2004-0059-CR-ClientProv-SCProv-EFConfig2]: "When moving from the WAP-186-PROVSC-20010710-a to OMA-WAP-ProvSC-v1_1-20021112-C specification (introduction of UICC smart card platform) an error has been introduced that concerns the possibility to set UPDATE access condition of EF Config2 to ALW. As a result, there is an inconsistency in the specification OMA-WAP-ProvSC-v1_1-20021112-C; what is indicated in chapter 5.1 "configuration concept" is not reflected by the description of these files in chapter 9 "File description" i.e. only difference from EFConfig1 compare to EFConfig2 is the possibility for the user to modify EFConfig2 without entering a PIN."

Conclusion: This is a bug fix CR, having no impact on ETS. In the ETS, there is a test case: ClientProvisioning-1.1-int-007, "Modification of a configuration context, Smart Card" that correctly requires EFConfig1 to be enabled by PIN, and PIN is not expected to be entered for EFConfig2.

[Doc# OMA-DM-2003-0021-ProvCont-CR-Nokia, Doc#OMA-TP-2003-0394-CP-v1.1-Enabler-Release-Change-Report]: "The definitions of some new WBXML attribute value tokens were in conflict with the current WBXML specification (WAP-192-WBXML-20010725-a) and its previous versions. Table 4 in WBXML section 7.1 reserves the token values 0x80-0x84 as global tokens that are always recognized in all code spaces and code pages. Section 7.3.7 has used these values for the attribute value tokens associated with AAUTHTYPE parameter values. This conflict with the basic WBXML rules was removed and the next convenient free range of token values after the global token values was used. Furthermore, the descriptive text in sections 7.3.7 and 7.3.8 incorrectly refer to tags, although the defined tokens are for attribute values, as shown in the table headings."

Conclusion:  Bug fix, no impact on ETS.

[Doc# OMA-DM-2003-0048-Client_Provisioning_Reference_Error_CR, Doc# OMA-TP-2003-0394-CP-v1.1-Enabler-Release-Change-Report]: "Additionally, the provisioning content specification had not correctly referenced IS-683B in various CDMA parameters in section 4.6.5 and 4.6.6, parameters for NAPDEF and NAPAUTHINFO characteristics. These changes were reflected in OMA-DM-2003-0021-ProvCont-CR-Nokia and OMA-DM-2003-0048-Client Provisioning Reference Error CRs."

Conclusion:  Clerical change, no impact on ETS

[Doc# OMA-DM-2003-0093-CR_Privileged, Doc# OMA-TP-2003-0394-CP-v1.1-Enabler-Release-Change-Report]: "The final changes resolve a conflict in the usage of the privileged configuration context. Specifically, the Provisioning Architecture, Bootstrap, and UAB specifications now state that the privileged configuration context should be used and not mandatory."

Conclusion:  Bug fix, no impact on ETS. There is currently a test case: ClientProvisioning-1.1-int-005, which is testing Privileged configuration context, and it is correctly set as optional one. 

All in all, the CRs listed here are of bug fix/clerical nature and introduce no new functionalities into CP1.1 TSs or changes into the SCRs. Essentially one can conclude that current CP 1.1 ETS is aligned with the ERP, and no changes are required.
