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1 Reason for Contribution

This input suggests client conformance test cases for DM1.2 ETS for testing Exec feature. 
Summary of Contribution

Typically, behaviour associated with the Exec command is specific for a particular Management Object (MO) like Fumo 1.0, which supports the Exec command. Therefore generic testing of the Exec, i.e. not involving this MO, is in practise very limited for DM1.2. 
This document suggests only negative conformance test cases for a client device. Development of positive conformance test cases and IOP test cases for the Exec should be left for the associated MO.
