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1 Reason for Contribution

Purpose of this contribution is to propose a list of high priority DS1.2 test cases for November 2005 Test Fest. By following this recommendation we promote approval of DS1.2 enabler by setting testing focus on those features that are missing proper coverage so far.

Also to test whether the server is able to accept a client's request to suspend a synchronization session and to be able to accept a resume request from the client.

	7.24. Suspend / Resume – Server unable to accept Resume request
	To test if the server is able to initiate at least a slow-sync when the server is not able to resume an interrupted session.
