The Operator or Service Provider may be interoperable with other Operators or Service Providers. In that context, users of the service need to type an external UserID when adding a contact belonging to an interconnected community (i.e. IMPS service domain). 
In addition, the support of external UserID is considered as mandatory in the CSP.
Therefore, the support of external UserID SHOULD be tested when adding a contact.
