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1 Reason for Contribution

The concept of ‘Public Profile’ is a distinguishing feature of the IMPS enabler release 1.3. The IMPS 1.3 CSP ETS must provide a thorough coverage of this feature with a suitable set of Test Cases. Therefore in this contribution Vodafone proposes a series of TC’s related to Public Profile. For sake of easier document treatment each TC is provided as a separate input contribution, and the present one is the ‘root’ of the series.  
The present revision incorporates the following changes that were discussed at the IOP-IMPS meeting in Sydney:

· Editorials

· Instantiate the TC by indicating which Public Profile mandatory field(s) must be left unfilled.
2 Summary of Contribution

Public Profile
CSP 1.3 specifies the following Mandatory transactions for Public Profile:

· Retrieving Public Profile
· Updating/Clearing Public Profile
Retrieving Public Profile

The conditions, under which Retrieving Public Profile results in full or partial success, are specified in Section 7.3 of CSP 1.3 and summarized as follows:  
· If the requesting User did not fill-in every mandatory field in his/her Public Profile, then he/she must be allowed to retrieve only his/her own Public Profile, but not that of another User. 

N.B. This requirement is Conditional, i.e. it is Optional for the Service Provider, but if the Service Provider decides for it, then the Server must support it.
· The Server must not return the Public Profile of those requested Users, who did not fill-in every mandatory field in their Public Profile. 
Accordingly the following TC’s are proposed:

· TC #1 – Unsuccessful Public Profile Retrieval due to unfilled mandatory field(s) in requesting User’s Public Profile (( provided here).
· TC #2 – Successful Retrieval of own Public Profile even if unfilled mandatory field(s) in own Public Profile (( provided in a separate contribution).
· TC #3- Unsuccessful Public Profile Retrieval due to unfilled mandatory field(s) in all requested Users’ Public Profiles (( separate contribution).
· TC #4 – Partially successful Public Profile Retrieval due to unfilled mandatory field(s) in some, but not all, requested Users (( separate contribution).
Updating/Clearing Public Profile

Moreover, two additional TC’s are proposed as a complement to the Input Contribution OMA-IOP-IMPS-2005-0047R02-IMPS1.3-PublicProfile-TC (source: Sony Ericsson):
· TC #5 – Unsuccessful Updating of own Public Profile because of unfilled mandatory field(s) (( separate contribution).

· TC #6 – Successful Clearing of own Public Profile (( separate contribution).

Foreseen further work in Public Profile test cases
Vodafone anticipates that further work is needed to complete the ‘Public Profile’ testing specification, in particular to cope with the following requirements:
· General/Advanced Search in Public/Private Profile 
· Friendly Name: verify that Server always returns (Mandatory) the Friendly Name of those Users, whose Public Profile is successfully retrieved.
Vodafone intends to address the above requirements as a next step.

· All mandatory fields in Public Profile of User B are filled in.
· Server configured by Service Provider to support restricted retrieval of Public Profile.

· User A knows User B’s User-ID.
· Client A is logged in.

	Test Procedure
	1. Client A issues a request to retrieve the Public Profile of User B (GetPublicProfileRequest primitive).

	Pass-Criteria
	· Server makes the request to fail (Status primitive, instead of GetPublicProfileResponse).
· Client A notifies User A about the unsuccessful request and informs User A that first he/she has to fill in all the mandatory fields in his/her Public Profile.
