1 Reason for Contribution

A set of Test Cases is provided – in separate input contributions for easier document treatment – aimed at verifying the Interoperability of the Search operation, which is a distinguishing feature of IMPS 1.3. 

2 Summary of Contribution

Background on SEARCH 
In IMPS 1.3 CSP, Search is an Optional transaction, which spans along multiple dimensions:

· General vs. Advanced Search: the criteria for a Search consist in a list of attribute/value pairs, either all linked by logical AND (General Search) or arranged in arbitrary logical expressions (Advanced Search).    
· Search in Public vs. Private Profile:  the Search criteria can include Public and Private Profile fields. 
· Search for Users vs. for Groups: at protocol level there is no difference between the two kinds of Searches. However there are semantic differences that require the presence of specific TC’s, e.g. when a user is searching for restricted groups, or when the owner of a group is searching for a group that is flagged non-searchable. 
The Search operation can be subject to restrictions based on:

· whether all the mandatory fields in Public Profile have been filled in;
· whether the value contained in the ‘Age’ field in Public Profile is less than a Service Provider defined lower threshold.
Moreover, the Search operation can be stopped and resumed.
The conditions, under which performing a General or Advanced Search in Public or Private Profile results in a full or partial success, are specified in Section 7.4 of CSP 1.3.

Not all of these features will be explored in this coordinated set of input contributions. Some of the most subtle aspects will be left for a future version of the ETS CSP 1.3.  
The following Interoperability TC’s are being proposed as a first round:

· Search - TC #1 – Unsuccessful User Search due to unfilled mandatory fields in requesting User’s Public Profile (( provided here).
· Search - TC #2 - Partially unsuccessful User Search due to Age restrictions (( provided this time but as a separate contribution)
· Search - TC #3 – Successful Advanced User Search in Public Profile (( provided this time but as a separate contribution)
Additional TC’s that are left for future contributions include:
· Search - TC #  – Unsuccessful Search involving Presence Attributes not authorized for searcher

· Search - TC # – Successful Search of not-searchable Group by its owner

· Search - TC # – Successful Search in more than one step
· Search - TC # - Unsuccessful search when matching users have mandatory fields unfilled
· Search - TC # - etc.

	Preconditions
	· Equipment:

· 1 Client and 1 Server
· Prerequisites:
· SAP with at least 3 User accounts (A, B, C) provisioned on it. 
· Some mandatory fields in the Public Profile of User A are not filled in, e.g. ‘PP_COUNTRY’.
· All mandatory fields in Public Profiles of Users B and C are filled in, but also some optional ones, e.g.:
· User B: 
· PP_AGE = ‘99’
· PP_FRIENDLY_NAME = ‘Marco99’
· PP_COUNTRY = ‘Italy’
· PP_MARITAL_STATUS = ‘S’
· User C:
· PP_AGE = ‘101’
· PP_FRIENDLY_NAME = ‘Marie’
· PP_COUNTRY = ‘France’
· PP_GENDER = ‘F’
· Server is configured by Service Provider to support restricted Search.

· User A knows some Search criteria that match the Public Profiles of both Users B and C, e.g. ((USER_COUNTRY= ‘Italy’ AND USER_MARITAL_STATUS= ‘S’) OR USER_FRIENDLY_NAME= ‘Mar’)
(NOTE: this is to make sure that Search returns no result not because of no matching’s, but only because of User A’s Public Profile)
· User A has neither User B nor User C in Contact List.
· Client A is logged in.

	Test Procedure
	1. Client A issues a Search request (SearchRequest primitive) by specifying search criteria that is known a priori to match both User B and User C, e.g. ((USER_COUNTRY= ‘Italy’ AND USER_MARITAL_STATUS= ‘S’) OR USER_FRIENDLY_NAME= ‘Mar’). 

	Pass-Criteria
	· Server makes the Search request to fail (returning a Status primitive, instead of SearchResponse primitive). 
· User A is notified by Client A that his/her request was not accepted because he/she has not filled-in all of the mandatory Public Profile fields. 
· On Client A User A cannot find the UserID and Friendly Names of User B and C.
