	1. Client A issues a Search request (SearchRequest primitive) towards Server, by specifying an Advanced search criteria that is known to match both User B and C, e.g.: ((USER_COUNTRY= ‘Italy’) OR (USER_FRIENDLY_NAME=’Mar’ AND USER_MARITAL_STATUS= ‘S’) OR (USER_FIRST_NAME= ‘Mar’)).

	Pass-Criteria
	· Server accepts the Search request and processes it, by returning to Client A the UserID and Friendly Names of both User B and User C.

· On Client A, User A can see UserID’s and Friendly Name’s of both Users, B and C.

	Test Procedure
	1. Client A issues a Search request (SearchRequest primitive) towards Server containing as input: 
a. Search criteria that is known to match all Users B, C and D, e.g. the following Search-Pair (USER_COUNTRY= ‘Italy’)
b. Search-Limit=2 (max number of Search results returned at a time).

2. Server successfully returns the first 2 results of Search (SearchResponse primitive with Search-ID and Search-Index).
3. Client A issues a second Search request indicating that it is a continuation of the previous one (SearchRequest primitive with Search-ID and Search-Index from previous transaction, and no Search-Criteria).
4. Server successfully returns also the third result.

	Pass-Criteria
	· After Step 2, Client A can see UserID and Friendly Name of the first two Users returned as results (NOTE: the exact order how Users are returned is not specified).

· After Step 4, Client A can see also UserID and Friendly Name of the remaining User.
