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1 Reason for Contribution

Search operation is a distinguishing feature of IMPS 1.3. 

A set of Test Cases is being provided – as separate input contributions for easier document treatment – which are all aimed at verifying the Interoperability of Search. 
Change history:

· R01: implemented changes agreed at CC 2005-12-07.

· R02: implemented changes agreed at ad hoc IMPS session in Athens, i.e.:
· Delete “non leaves” SCR items, as per general IMPS ETS policy. 
· In particular, since:
· IMPS-CSP-SRCH-C-001 implies IMPS-CSP-SAP-C-026

· IMPS-CSP-SAP-x-024 implies IMPS-CSP-SERV-x-001 AND IMPS-CSP-SAP-x-026, 
· Then
· for Client, keep only SRCH-C-001 and SAP-C-024

· for Server, keep only SAP-S-024.
· Add an indented second bullet in Preconditions after SAP one, saying: User B’s accounts are unique for this TC.

· The pre-requisite (second last)_“None of Users B1, B2, … is already in UserA’s CL” is not essential and it can be deleted.

· Make the Pass Criteria a bit more generic, e.g. “User A is not able to see ALL the provisioned users that match the Search criteria”.
· R03: implemented change agreed at ad hoc CC 2005-12-27:

· Delete bullet (b) in step 1 of Test procedure.

· User accounts B1, B2… are unique for this Test Case. 
· All mandatory fields in Public Profile of User A are filled in.

	Test Procedure
	1. Client A issues a Search request (SearchRequest primitive) containing as input: 

a. Search criteria that is known to match all the provisioned Users B1, B2, B3,…, e.g. (USER_COUNTRY= ‘Italy’)
2. While the Search is still ongoing on the Server side and Server is still returning results, Client A issues a request to stop the Search (StopSearchRequest primitive).

	Pass-Criteria
	· 
· Server successfully stops the Search (Status primitive).
· Client A is not able to see all the provisioned users that match the Search criteria (in spite of the fact that the selected Search Criteria is known a priori to match all the provisioned Users).
