	1. Client A issues a Search request (SearchRequest primitive) towards Server with the following search criteria: (GROUP_NAME=’rugby’). 
2. Server returns as successful Search result (SearchResponse primitive) the Group-ID’s of Group B and C. 

	Pass-Criteria
	· On Client A, User A can see as results the Group-ID’s of Groups B and C, but not those of Group D (age restriction) and E (non searchable).
