· SAP with at least two User accounts (A and B) provisioned on it. 
· User A is not in User B’s Block List, if it exists.
· User B is in User A’s Contact List. 
· Client A is logged in.
· Server supports Offline IM storage and Offline IM notification. 
· Client B is logged off. 
· Prior to logging off, Client B had successfully negotiated with Server an offline bearer to support Offline IM notification.

	Test Procedure
	1. Client A sends an IM to User B, e.g. text/plain “Welcome back!” (SendMessageRequest primitive).
2. Server receives the IM from Client A and, since Client B is offline, Server stores the IM.
3. Server sends an offline IM notification to Client B containing the Message-ID of the stored IM.
4. Before the IM expires on the Server, Client B logs in again to Server. 
5. Client B fetches the stored IM from Server (by using the previously notified Message-ID).

	Pass-Criteria
	· On Client B, User B can see the IM originally sent by User A, e.g. “Welcome back!”
