	Test Procedure
	1. Server sends to Client A a System Message-Request which requires a response from the user during the login (e.g.: Acknowledge of Advice of Charge)

2. User A does not answer to the System Message, and Client A sends any other transaction (e.g. updates a presence attribute of the user) to the server


	Pass-Criteria
	After step 1:

· Client A displays the System Message to User A
After step 2:

· Server rejects the request from Client A
· Client A displays again the System Message
