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1 Reason for Change

A check for a valid MLP SLIA message is missing in the pass criteria of all the Network Initiated Interoperability test cases.

A Network Initiated SUPL call flow is initiated when a SUPL agent issues an MLP SLIR message to the H-SLP. The H-SLP then initiates multiple procedures to get the position estimate of the SET. The H-SLP sends the position estimate back to the SUPL Agent by means of a MLP SLIA message.
