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1 Reason for Change

A number of the current IOT test cases are unsuitable as IOT test cases as they require abnormal behaviour in either the SLP or the SET. This abnormal behaviour (sending incorrect or out of sequence messages or not responding to messages etc.) is not normally found in standard implementations presented for Test Fests and is better suited to Conformance testing where specially designed Conformance Test Tools can be used.

In addition these test cases already have counterparts in the Conformance sections of the ETS which provide equivalent or better test coverage.

It is also frequently stated in various industry bodies that there should be no duplication of testing between Conformance and Interoperability test methods.
Therefore it is proposed that these test cases are deleted from the IOT section of the ETS.
