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1 Reason for Change

There is a need to re-write the existing non-roaming IOP test cases due to various limitations in the existing IOP test cases in section 6 of the ETS document.

5 Recommendation

Accept the CR and add a check for MLP SLIA message in the pass criteria of ALL Network Initiated interoperability test cases.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

There is a need to re-write the existing IOP test cases due to following limitations in the existing IOP test cases.

1. The SCR references are missing,

2. The test pre-conditions needed more additions and some of the existing pre-conditions are redundant,

3. The test procedure needs more description and pass criteria needed clarifications,
4. We need to ensure that the IOP test cases are applicable for both proxy and non-proxy modes and 
5. The IOP test cases are air-interface agnostic.

In this CR we have re-written one Network Initiated test case and one Set Initiated test case for IOP. If IOP-LOC agrees with this CR then we will need to re-write the existing non-roaming test cases in section 6 by using this CR as the baseline template.

	1. If a network based application is available, the SUPL Agent on the Network application initiates a Network-Initiated procedure by sending a MLP_SLIR message to the SLP.

If a network based application is not available, the SLP can initiate the Network-Initiated procedure by sending a SUPL_INIT message. 

2. On receiving SUPL INIT message, the SET sends a SUPL POS INIT (proxy mode) or SUPL AUTH REQ (non-proxy mode) and the positioning session continues between SLP and SET using SUPL POS messaging.

3. When the positioning session using SUPL POS messaging finishes successfully, the SLP sends a SUPL END message to the SET informing it that the SUPL session has finished.

If a network based application is available, the SLP sends the position estimate back to the SUPL agent by means of a MLP SLIA message.

	Pass-Criteria
	1. Check that the monitored message sequence is correct on both the SET and SLP.
If a network based application is available, check that MLP SLIR message is received at the beginning of the NI session by the SLP and MLP SLIA message is sent with final position at the end of the NI session by the SLP.
