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1 Reason for Change

This CR adds an optional IOP test case to the SUPL ETS to cover Requesting SLP (R-SLP) procedures.

The R-SLP is included in some of the network initiated message flows in the SUPL AD. The purpose of the R-SLP is to forward incoming positioning requests to the SET’s Home SLP (H-SLP). In MLS 1.0 the Requesting Location Server (R-LS) has exactly the same task. This means that an H-SLP receiving a positioning request does not know if the request was sent from an R-SLP or an R-LS since the protocol, message and message content are the same in both cases.
Note that neither the ERELD nor the ULP TS has SCR statements that mention whether it is optional or mandatory to support R-SLP procedures in SUPL. It has been assumed that it is optional to support R-SLP procedures and for this reason the new test case has been added as an optional test case.

	Test Procedure
	1. The network resident MLS application requests the current position of the SET and the SUPL Agent issues an MLP-SLIR request containing the following optional parameter to the R-SLP:

· The loc_type parameter is set to “CURRENT”
2. The R-SLP returns position and timestamp in MLP-SLIA to the SUPL Agent, which in turn returns position and timestamp to the network resident MLS application.

	Pass-Criteria
	1. Check that correct positioning method is used and that relevant signaling between H-SLP and SET is sent over a secure IP connection.

2. At step 2, check that the returned position is acceptable and that the timestamp indicates that the current position of the SET has been calculated.
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
