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1 Reason for Change

The current test cases PoC-1.0-int-0324 and PoC-1.0-int-0325 incorrectly test Privacy and repeat the testing functionality covered by test case PoC-1.0-int-0701.  This CR makes the necessary changes to these two test cases and produces the corrected, combined test case.
