6 Detailed Change Proposal

Conformance Test Case 
PoC-1.0-con-C-0658   “Receive TBCP Talk Burst Revoke / PoC User Releases after Grace Period Expires”

1. The purpose of the test is to confirm that a PoC Client stops sending talk bursts when it is sent a Talk burst Revoke message.  The Pass Criterion 5b should therefore state:

 “5b. No further RTP media packets are received from the PoC Client”

The current wording reads  “5b. No further RTP media packets are received by the PoC Client”

Minor additional change recommendations

2. PoC Clients do not have to display a “reason code”  - it is optional. Therefore Pass Criterion 2 should state:


“ …optionally displayed with Reason Code…” 

instead of the current wording:


“ … displayed with Reason Code…” 

3. The test case (658) has an identical Description, Spec References and SCR references to those of test number 657. To help differentiate the two tests, a revised description for test 658 is proposed:

 “Verify that the PoC Client with permission to send a Talk Burst stops sending talk bursts after the TB Revoke grace period expires.”

Instead of:

“Verify that the PoC Client with permission to send a Talk Burst stops sending Talk Bursts after receiving the TBCP Talk Burst Revoke message.”
4. To better model the server retransmissions that would occur of the Talkburst Revoke message, the test case is clearer if based on the use of timer T8 instead of T3

PoC Client continues sending RTP media packets.

Upon expiry of T8 if the “Allowed number of retransmissions of the TBCP Talk Burst Revoke message” has been passed then the PoC Client receives a TBCP Talk Burst Idle message and sends Talk Burst Idle Notification to PoC User. Otherwise, the test procedure continues from step 4.
