· DISCUSSION:

· TC#1

· Change last pre-conditions as follows: “User A’s account is configured such that User A is….etc.”, in order to leave open how this pre-condition was achieved.

· Change: “User A grants an access” ( “User A grants access” (i.e. delete ‘an’).

· Change: in sentence “only after Client A grants the access to this presence attribute”, change “Client A” ( “User A”.
· This TC is using as an example OnlineStatus PA. It’s a good idea to bring also a mirror TC proposing also another PA, e.g. Availability PA.

· Eric to generalize this TC#1 by adding a second User C, who does not receive that specific PA e.g. OnlineStatus updates. Of course, as a precondition, User C like User B is not already authorized by User A. 

· TC#2:

· In sentence “User A has a Contact List containing Clients B and C”,  replace “Clients” with “Users”.

· In sentence “User A requested to be notified about additional presence attribute requests than those authorized via the Default List” implement same change as above i.e. “User A’s account is configured such that User A is….etc.”,. 
· Change: “User A grants an access” ( “User A grants access” (i.e. delete ‘an’).

· CONCLUSION: Eric to upload revision (R02) with the above changes. Paolo to propose it for MEC approval at earliest convenience. No need to re-discuss it at ad hoc.

i. EMAILING:

3. Continue copying also MWG-IM when new TC’s are announced. The same prefix [IMPS] can be put also in the Subject field of emails sent to the MWG-IM reflector.
ii. UPLOADING:

1. From now on, all new docs must be uploaded onto the IOP-MEC portal, and not on IOP-IMPS. 
2. Revisions of older docs will remain in the IOP-IMPS portal, until their official disposition by MEC.
