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1 Reason for Change

1) The procedures relating to use of the “Event” header in SUBSCRIBE requests have changed in the latest XDM Technical Specifications requiring modifications to the Client conformance test cases relating to “Subscription”. Also, the requirements specific to UE Clients and AS Clients have been clarified.

2) The test cases are not aligned with the requirement in the OMA-TS-XDM-Core-V1_0-20051122-C section 6.4.3, in that only the primary principal is permitted to access XDM documents held at the XDMS.

3) The default testing conditions/assumptions in sections 3.4 and 3.5 have been expanded since these test cases were written.  While making other changes to these test cases it is proposed that the text is simplified and/or brought into line with the assumptions and parameter definitions in sections 3.4 and 3.5.
