· In the Presence XDMS, the Presence Authorization Rules document contains information that User2 and User3, as members of a group stored in the Shared XDMS, are authorized to see any of the presence information belonging to User1.

	Test Procedure
	1. User1 publishes presence information for all commonly supported mandatory Presence elements.

2. User2 and User3 subscribe to presence information from User1.

3. User1 updates the Authorization Rules Document in PS XDMS to block User2 (as a regular watcher) to see his presence.

4. User1 modifies the active presence information that has been published.

5. User1 updates the Authorization Rules Document in PS XDMS to remove the block defined in step 3
6. User1 modifies the active presence information that has been published.

7. User2 subscribes again to presence information from User1.

	Pass-Criteria
	2. UE2 and UE3 display the presence information from User1.

3. UE2 displays a blocking notification message, indicating that the User2 is not authorized to see User1’s presence information
4. UE3 displays the updated presence information from User1.
6. UE3 display the updated presence information from User1
