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1 Reason for Change

The purpose of the OMA IOP is to verify that OMA Enablers are complete, understandable, and unambiguous.  By doing this, IOP is able to recommend the Enabler for OMA Approval.  To achieve this goal the enabler is tested via an Enabler Test Specification (ETS) to show that implementers are able to produce interoperable and complete implementations.  

However, some Enablers have been coming under criticism for apparently not achieving this goal.  The issue is not the fact the Enabler is not being verified for interoperability, but rather the metrics with which the verification is measured.  During an OMA TestFest, some Enablers have such a large number of interoperability test cases that most are not being executed.  However, this lack of interoperability test case execution is not an adequate reflection of the Enablers’ readiness for OMA approval, but rather a reflection of the redundant interoperability test cases in each respective ETS. 
Each function of an OMA Enabler should have an interoperability test case to be executed in order to verify the specification is complete, understandable, and unambiguous.  As with all services, every combination of a function and its supporting features is unable to be tested in a reasonable time.  Each part of the function should not have an interoperability test case as this is leaving the original goal and entering into product verification.  Rather, acknowledging the constraints of time, the minimal number of interoperability test cases covering each function should be in the ETS and no more.

The draft IMPS 1.3 ETS contains a number of interoperability test cases which test a function with its many variations.  In order to streamline the ETS for optimal TestFest coverage and its time limitations, many of these redundant interoperability test cases should be removed.

An example of the redundant test cases in the draft IMPS 1.3 ETS are the following three test cases.

Verify System Message functionality (no answer options, no verification mechanism)

6.1.1.30
Verify System Message functionality (answer options, no verification mechanism)
6.1.1.31
Verify System Message functionality (No answer options, InText verification mechanism)
All three of these test cases test the Optional SCR Item IMPS-CSP-SAP-C-017 which is the function for supporting System Message transactions.  Execution of any one of these test cases will show whether the implementer understood the specification, was able to interoperate without ambiguity with another vender, and that the specification is complete.  The two extra test cases will not be required to be executed for this to be achieved.
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
