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1 Reason for Change

The behaviour in SUPL 1.0 was clarified in two CRs ( OMA-LOC-2005-0525 and 0527R01), SET should respond with SUPL POS INIT instead of SUPL END when there is no common position method.

In section 5.1.5.1.3 of the current ETS, the network initiated Test case SUPL-1.0-con-032 – No common positioning method -- suggests in Step #3 that the SET should respond with a SUPL end message if the positioning method indicated in SUPL INIT message is not supported by the SET. 

Step # 3 is incorrect. For network initiated positioning session The SETs should respond with a SUPL POS INIT message if  the positioning mode indicated in SUPL INIT message is not supported by the SET.
