Review the contribution and remove the test cases PS-1.0-int-M-0103 and PS-1.0-int-M-0112 in the OMA-ETS-Presence-SIMPLE-INT-V1_0-20060209-D.
It is recommended to add corresponding conformance test cases for this requirement.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Remove PS-1.0-int-M-0103 and PS-1.0-int-M-0112
These test cases require the client not to refresh an existing publication/subscription before timer expiration.

It is not stated in the technical specifications that an automatic refresh of the presence information subscription/publication prior timer expiration must not be performed. Therefore it cannot be assumed that the timer will expire.
A subscription/publication should typically be active until it is unsubscribed/unpublished. If only a temporary subscription should be performed, the expiration timer can be set to 0, this scenario is covered by other test cases.
