2. After the SLP sends SUPL INIT to the Conformance Test Tool, note the value of Positioning Method desired by the SLP.

3. From the Conformance Test Tool send SUPL POS INIT with the values of the SET Capabilities field in the SUPL POS INIT message set to include all the values of Positioning Technology known to be supported by the SLP excluding the value noted in step 2. If both SET based and SET assisted A-GPS are indicated in step 2, then exclude both methods from the SET capabilities field. Set the Preferred method to No preferred mode and the Positioning Protocol as appropriate.
4. The SLP should continue the Location Session using one of the methods set in the SET Capabilities field in step 3.

5 The Location Session should end successfully and the SLP should release all resources.

Set the Preferred method to No preferred mode and the Positioning Protocol to a value supported by the SLP.
10. The SLP should either continue the Location Session using Cell ID or it may send SUPL END with Status Code set to posMethodMismatch. 
11. Either the Cell ID Location Session should end successfully and the SLP should release all resources or the SLP should release all resources.
