	Incompletness of XDM test specification

	Problem Text
	XDM test specification is incomplete - there are no PoC Rules testcases 
at all and all specification has only about 25 testcases. These TCs are 
written only in one way how you can use XDM - for example our client 
uses only fixed set of PoC and Presence rules and is able to add and 
remove members from these rules. Such a usecase is not covered by Test 
Specification at all. In my opinion there should be much more TCs (e. g. 
like in PoC) so the client could choose that ones it supports.

3 Detailed Proposal

The XDM PR 0006 argues that more test cases should be added to the XDM ETS.
Generally the number of test cases for interoperability should be kept as low as possible but with as good coverage as possible. The mandatory functions (that will be the core to secure interoperability) have of course precedence over testing of optional features which only must be tested if supported. 
The reason is that the time for testing at Test Fests is the most limiting factor. 
The number of test cases for conformance can be larger as those or not run on Test Fests and should therefore prioritize coverage.

Another aspect to consider is the structure if the test cases and the requirements on the test environment set up.

A decision to restructure the test cases was therefore taken based on experiences from the early XDM Test Fests (see  OMA-ETS-XDM_INT-V1_0-20051202-D_Cover which is part of http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/IOP/IOP-POC/Permanent_documents/OMA-ETS-XDM_INT-V1_0-20051202-D.zip)

In short it means that XDM interoperability test cases now are found in the XDM ETS, the PoC XDM ETS, the Presence XDM ETS and the RLS XDM ETS. Test cases have also been added to increase coverage

Suggested answer to be entered in the PR database:

“The XDM interoperability test cases have been restructured and some new test cases have been defined to improve the test coverage and flexibility of the test set up.
