	Problem Summary
	Shared XDM Compliance and Non-compliance causes test session failures.

	Problem Text
	XDM ETS requires 2 XDM clients and 1 server. It is understood that the 
second client is used for verification of the documents stored in the 
XDMS by the first client. 

This configuration causes problems in the case when the second client 
(verifying client) does not support Shared XDMS. The client does not 
have to support Shared XDM. In the case when the first client 
uses "extern" references to Shared XDM, second client (verifying 
client) will not be able to retrieve documents stored by first client. 

The test specification should change, so that the test session does not 
fail even though all implementations are correct. The server already 
vefiries the data stored by first client. No further validation is 
needed by the second client.
