The CR OMA-IOP-MEC-2005-0023R01-Updated-PoC-1.0-Con-C-0741 deleted the statement that the test tool shall send an answer to the initial GET request and include the “qop-options” parameter since the core spec does not request anymore that the value of the parameter is set to a special value.

However the test case does test that the client includes the nonce-count. It is only required by RFC 2617 (section 3.2.2) that the client sends this nonce-count if the “qop-options” parameter is included in the response to a GET request.

This CR proposes to include a “qop-options” parameter with either value “auth-int” or “auth”.
R01: Since there is the decision in IOP-MEC to test only aspects from the PoC Core specification and not IETF RFCs the test case was modified and tests for non PoC requirements removed.
R02: The preconditions was modified due to comments received by mail.
