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1 Reason for Change

This CR is in response to Problem Report for Presence number 0014, found at http://www.opengroup.org:8000/OMA-publicPR/PRS/PRView?PR=0014. 
The Interoperability test case 0145 claims to be an Interoperability test case.  However, it is focused on testing the watcher’s ability to handle PIDF extensions correctly.  In order to do this, one of the clients must support non-OMA defined PIDF extensions.  This requirement is unreasonable for a client in an Interoperability test case.  This issue is being handled in document OMA-IOP-MEC-2006-0298.
This CR rewrites the Interoperability test case 0145 into a conformance test case, focused on the functionality of the Presence Watcher function.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The CR will add one test case and its requirement to the Conformance Enabler Test Specification for Presence-SIMPLE.

· In the Presence XDMS, the Presence Authorization Rules document contains information that User2 is authorized to see any of the presence information belonging to User1.

· The Watcher under test is acting as User2 for the test tool.
· User1 and User2 will have a set of commonly supported Presence elements. User1using file X15.xml also has PDIF extensions not defined in OMA.

· User1 has no active publications

· User2 has no active subscriptions for User1

	Test Procedure
	1. The test tool as User2 subscribes to presence information from User1 through the Watcher under test.
2. User1 publishes presence information in the form of X15.xml file for all his supported Presence elements. 

	Pass-Criteria
	2. The test tool receives the commonly supported presence elements from the Watcher under test without the PIDF extensions.
