1. Description and Goals

The OMA IOP Multimedia Group (IOP MMG) is a subgroup of  the OMA Interoperability Group and is responsible for organizing, coordinating and managing conformance and interoperability process according to defined OMA IOP processes and models and test development of the multimedia messaging technology. The mission of the IOP MMG  is to prove and ensure that devices and software components implementing the multimedia messaging service are interoperable. 

2. SCOPE

The OMA IOP Multimedia Group is responsible for defining a concept and test environment for MMS interoperability tests according to defined OMA IOP processes and models. This includes:

· 
· Contribute to the specification of multimedia messaging service to ensure interoperability 
· Managing of MMS interoperability test requirements and processes 
· Identification,  definition and provision of the tools necessary for MMS IOT.

· Development and provision of test suites and test cases for MMS IOT.

· Addressing issues originating from interoperability tests and communicating them to relevant OMA groups as well as external bodies.

· Maintenance of the MMS IOT concept, model, requirements and processes and adjusting them to new versions of MMS specifications.

The OMA IOP Multimedia group is also responsible for participation to the OMA IOP process development. This includes:

· Identifying the MMS IOP process requirements towards the OMA IOP process
· Ensuring that MMS IOP process requirements are aligned with the OMA IOP process
3. Criteria for Success

The success of MMS OMA IOP group is measured by:

· Ability of the group to prove and demonstrate the interoperability of Multimedia Messaging Service

4. Duration

It may be anticipated that the need for MMS IOT is continuous and the MMS specification development brings even more challenges. OMA IOP MM duration is determined by the need for interoperability testing for multimedia messaging specifications from OMA as governed by the OMA IOP Group. The charter of the OMA IOP Multimedia group is reviewed and updated annually or as required.

5. Schedule and Deliverables

The schedule and list of deliverables of the OMA IOP Multimedia Group is heavily dependent on the future activities of OMA and OMA IOP. 

However, the current assumption of the Group is, that for each new work item the OMA IOP Multimedia Group (IOP MMG) will:

·  Implement a process and a test program to determine and ensure the interoperability of the multimedia messaging implementation, if the considered work item needs such development.

· Manage the development of conformance and interoperability tools and test strategy and content.

Since the OMA IOP MMG has to continue the main work items of the former MMS IOP Group, the currently most important deliveries within the next 12 months are: 

· Concept finalization of the Reference Test Environment (RTE) and potential realization of the RTE d

· efinition, development and provision of test cases and test suites for MMS IOT

6. Resource Requirements

To ensure progress and proper distribution of information, active representation in OMA IOP Multimedia group is required.

OMA staff assistance is required in arranging meetings, OMA email and web site services for member access and FTP access.

Secretary support for IOP MMG activities.

The OMA IOP Multimedia group recognizes that various MMS aspects are developed  in external organizations.

8. Co-ordination with other OMA Activities

The OMA IOP Multimedia group will co-operate  on interoperability related activities with other OMA groups regarding OMA compliance issues, especially the OMA MMDC, OMA Requirements.

The OMA IOP Multimedia group's progress and deliverables will be reported and presented for approval to the technical plenary via OMA IOP group. 

On financial issues, the OMA IOP Multimedia group will report to OMA IOP group.

9. OMA IOP MMG Input requirEments

The deliverables of the OMA IOP Multimedia group will be dependent on the following deliverables of other OMA groups:

· The interoperability requirements from OMA Requirements group

· The MMS specifications from OMA Multimedia Drafting Committee

· Architecture definitions provided by the OMA Architecture group

· IOP process definitions approved by the OMA IOP Group

· The requested budget as estimated via the OMA IOP Group to OMA BOD

· The possibilities for handling parts of the work by external parties 

· Active and constructive participation of all relevant OMA members

10. Meetings and Communication
