3 Detailed Proposal

If understood correctly, the PR is asking IOP group to change the pre-condition of the <allow-invite> element in the PoC XDM in the PoC User Access Policy.

One of the current preconditions of the test case 304 is test case 300. Combining these 2 test cases’ preconditions, the Access Policy looks at the minimum like:

· PoCUser2’ Access Policy document: PoCUser1:”accept, PoCUser3:”accept”

· PoCUser3’s Access Policy document: PoCUser1:”accept”

In the test case 304, the PoCUser2 disconnected from the Ad-hoc PoC Session and is re-added to it by PoCUser3. That means that PoCUser2’s Access Policy must have PoCUser3 in the accept list. This is already the case, according to the preconditions of the test case 304: “PoC User2’s Access List is setup such that PoC User3 is set for Access List: Accept”.

Please note that if the dynamic updates are not possible on the PoC XDMS, then before starting the execution of the test case 300 (which is a pre-requisite of the test case 304), the PoC XDMS Access Policy should be setup for both of the test cases.
