	Test case Presence-1.0-int-0143 mandates that a client has to publish presence information that is not oma compliant.


	Problem Text
	Test case Presence-1.0-int-0143 mandates that a client has to publish presence information that is not oma compliant. This should not be a requirement on the client to support. Suggest the testcase to be noted as OPTIONAL. For a client to support this test case it has to be a test client or a comercial client with propertary information, this should not be mandated by OMA.



To solve this PR related with Presence Simple 1.0 specification and testing. 

Summary of Contribution

The problem stated by this PR-0014 is related with test case Presence-1.0-int-0143 (“Publication of Presence information not supported by watcher”) in the referred ETS. In the last updated version of the ETS (OMA-ETS-Presence_SIMPLE_INT-V1_0-20060606-C) this test case is now denoted with the same title but the new identifier is Presence-1.0-int-0145.

In this test case, the test goal is
TEST CASE GOAL: Verify that when UE1 publishes presence information with non-OMA elements, UE2, as Watcher, will interpret correctly the OMA presence information elements and discard the non-OMA ones.
This means that the mandatory feature to be tested is the ability of the UE2 to discard the non-OMA presence information elements, not the ability of UE1 to publish them. Test cases can not currently be marked as mandatory or optional in the ETS; the most close thing we can do is to include the “Includes Optional features” label in the title but we think that this is not the case, as no optional features are required in the test object. 

Furthermore, this test case can be useful for interoperability testing using test tools, test terminals or commercial terminals with proprietary information (as the Problem Text in the PR notes).

So, the proposal is that no changes has to be done in updated versions of the Interoperability ETS and move the PR-0014 as Solved in the PR Tool.
