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1 Reason for Change

There are a number of problems and inconsistencies with the Test Procedure of test case C-0356.  Namely :

· The PoC Client under test is required to initiate a PoC session and is immediately denied permission to talk

· Step 2 quotes a reason phrase which is not in the User Plane specification.  Use of the reason “phrase” is unnecessary to this test case and support for it is optional.

· The test procedure contains statements which should really be in the Pass Criteria.

· The wind-up of the Test Procedure uses TB_disconnect which is only appropriate to pre-established sessions – but the session is not pre-established.

· The test case does not conform to use of the States and Macros defined in Appendix C.

If these changes are not made then the affected test case would not be consistent with the PoC specifications and may fail conformant PoC Clients.

R01 of this CR incorporates comments from Rhode & Schwarz regarding repetition between Test Procedure & Pass Criteria.
