	Problem Text
	It is defined that each service element SHALL specify presence event package in Presence List document, but validation constraint is not defined for a request to create a service without packages element (or presence package). Servers will return an error (usually) if there is no presence event package. What is expected server response in this case? 

Note further that Presence List document is stored under http://XCAPRoot/rls-services/users/xxx/index Ietf defines same location and document name, but there is no restriction that packages has to be defined for a service element. If another service (not for presence) should be inserted in same "index" document, will it be possible at all according restriction named above (service has to have presence event package). 

Is restriction made maybe for RLS Server only (RLS server will not handle subscription for presence (subscription will fail) if request URI points to service without presence event package) 

Please clarifiy this.

To solve this PR related with Presence Simple 1.0 specification and testing. 

Summary of Contribution

The problem raised in this PR-0025 can not be considered problem of the test case specification. 

As stated in the Problem Text, the core of the reported problem is that the “Validation constraints” for this kind of document does not prevent from creating a <service> element without a <package> element so the Servers behavior in this case is not defined. This undefinition can lead to interoperability problems.
TSMA (OMA IOP-MEC SWG) considers this PR shall be solved by the SA (OMA PAG WG) as the solution may include some changes in technical specifications
